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Resumen

En la region del Cusco, en el sector artesanal, la textileria es la actividad econdmica
mas activa y la que registra mayores ingresos para las familias de las mujeres artesanas, que
son la principal fuerza de trabajo de estos emprendimientos. No obstante, muchas de ellas,
han sido o son victimas de algin tipo de violencia. El objetivo de la investigacion es
identificar el impacto laboral y econémico de la violencia contra las mujeres artesanas
productoras de textiles de la region Cusco en el afio 2017 - 2018. El método utilizado es el
disefio descriptivo correlacional, basada en data primaria de mujeres artesanas productoras
de textiles de la region Cusco, a traves de la aplicacion de un cuestionario estructurado en
base a un formato de entrevista.

Entre los principales hallazgos tenemos que, el 78% de mujeres artesanas productoras
de textiles han sido atacadas por parte de sus ex parejas o parejas a lo largo de su vida; sin
embargo, en el ultimo afo, el 51.2% de las mismas, han sido atacadas, con un promedio de
15 agresiones al afio. Por otro lado, las mujeres artesanas que fueron victimas de violencia
presentan mayores indices de presentismo a diferencia de las mujeres libres de violencia.
También se encontrd que cada mujer artesana textil pierde 15 dias laborales al afio a causa
de la violencia sufrida y que en la region del Cusco se estima que se pierden 93 mil 963 dias
laborales por afio a causa del mismo problema. El impacto de la violencia en los costos de
los emprendimientos de las mujeres artesanas productoras de textiles asciende a 2 millones
600 mil, 182 soles al afio en la region Cusco.

Con estos resultados concluimos que, la violencia contra las mujeres en relaciones
de pareja si tiene un impacto laboral y econdmico negativo en las mujeres artesanas
productoras de textiles de la region Cusco, el mismo que, a través del ausentismo vy
presentismo originado por las agresiones, generan dias dejados de trabajar, y por lo tanto,

ingresos perdidos a causa de la violencia.
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Abstract

In the Cusco region, in the artisanal sector, the textile industry is the most active
economic activity and the one with the highest income for the families of the artisan women,
who are the main work force of these enterprises. However, many of them have been or are
victims of some type of violence. The objective of the research is to identify the labor and
economic impact of violence against women artisan producers of textiles of the Cusco region
in the year 2017 - 2018. The method used is the descriptive correlational design, based on
primary data of women artisan producers of textiles of the Cusco region, through the
application of a structured questionnaire based on an interview format.

Among the main findings we have that, 78% of women artisan producers of textiles
have been attacked by their former partners or partners throughout their lives; however, in
the last year, 51.2% of them have been attacked, with an average of 15 attacks per year. On
the other hand, women artisans who were victims of violence have higher rates of
presenteeism than women free of violence. It was also found that each textile artisan woman
loses 15 working days a year because of the violence suffered and that in the Cusco region
it is estimated that 93 thousand 963 working days per year are lost because of the same
problem. The impact of violence on the costs of the enterprises of artisan women producers
of textiles amounts to 2 million 600 thousand, 182 soles per year in the Cusco region.

With these results we conclude that, violence against women in relationships if it has
a negative economic and labor impact on women artisan producers of textiles of the Cusco
region, the same that, through the absenteeism and presenteeism caused by the aggressions,
they generate days left to work, and therefore, lost income due to violence.
